2012 BC Games – Zone 6 Canoe/Kayak Meeting
March 17, 2012
Victoria, BC

In Attendance:  Imogen Glover, Marcus Kreiger, and Ashley Rowe
Primary purpose of the meeting was to determine Zone 6 team selection criteria for the upcoming Games in Surrey.
Zone 6 can be made up of 8 athlete’s total, with a minimum of 2 males/females per team, and all competitors are encouraged to participate in each of the sports disciplines (slalom, outrigger, sprint canoe and kayak).  There is a potential to obtain some wild cards (extra spots) if there is the interest and performance warranted.  We plan to take an equal number of males/females, however, if there is greater interest in one, then the extra spots would be opened up to the opposite sex.
Based on equipment resources it was decided that Nanaimo would be the host location for the one day selection trials, but both Clubs will provide officiating support and volunteers on the water.  The date has been set for May 5th at Loudon Park, Long Lake.  
VYPC will bring a few OC1’s to the trials to help facilitate the OC1 event as NCKC has two at this time.  Tim Mark has been contacted regarding the slalom event to help facilitate and VYPC has agreed to provide the Slalom boats and NCKC will provide the learning to train kayaks and canoes.  Those that are paddling in the training to train category can either bring their own boats or have the option to borrow boats from NCKC.

Selection Criteria:
Points will be awarded to individuals based on their performance in the following events:

Outrigger (OC1) 1000m
Kayak (Trainer style or K1) 1000m
Canoe (Clipper style or C1) 1000m
Slalom Kayak – set course
All kayak events will have a heat and final, but all other events will be based on fastest times coming from the heats.  If there is a tie (based on points accumulated) then the selection committee will make the final decision based on age and development of the athletes.

Zone 6 Head Coach and Assistant Coach Selection:
The role of the Head Coaches and Assistant Coaches at the BC Games includes travelling to and from the Host Community with your team/zone, residing with you team/zone in the BC Games accommodation, and acting in a supervisory capacity throughout the Games.  

All interested coaches are asked to submit their expression of interest signed by their home club stating that they acknowledge and support their coach to attend the Games and agree that their coach is free of local club commitments during that time (July 19-22).  The two positions to be filled are: Head Coach and Assistant Coach which must include one male and one female fully certified at Entry Level Competitive Coach Trained status.

Eligible Athletes:

Bantam – under 14 as of January 1, 2012 or

Midget – under 16 as of January 1, 2012

All athletes who reside in the Zone 6 - Vancouver Island – Central Coast region of BC and are members of CanoeKayak BC.  Paddlers must register and attend the Zone 6 Trials on May 5th in Nanaimo at Loudon Park, Long Lake.   Registration is to be made no later than Tuesday, May 1st to headcoach@nckc.ca.   There is no fee for the event. Please indicate your full name, age, development category (LtoT or TtoT), and discipline. For example: Amanda Kilo, 15yrs, TtoT in Kayak, LtoT in Canoe and LtoT in Slalom.
Athletes competing in the Learning to Train sprint singles at the 2010 BC Summer Games may attend a second BC Games only if they enter the Training to Train Category.  Athletes may not attend more than two BC Summer Games to compete in Canoe/Kayak.

Ineligible Athletes:

Those who have competed at a National Championships and qualified for a final in a single event.

Those that have participated at a Western Canada Summer Games or Canada Summer Games in Canoe/Kayak.

Upon Selection to the Team (Athletes and Coaches):

There is a $200 registration fee that each athlete participant is to pay upon making the team.  This covers the cost of transportation to/from & during, accommodation and food while at the Games and your zone competition shirt.  CanoeKayak BC will pay this initially to the BC Games Society and then invoice athlete’s at a later date.  In 2010, Athlete’s and coaches will be asked to provide the following information to the Zone Rep for registration purposes:

· Name – first and last

· Phone numbers – day, night, cell

· Email

· Date of Birth

· Home Address & Mailing Address (if different)

· Role – athlete, coach, substitute, etc.

· NCCP # - for coaching staff

· Travel to the Games – if travel is required, a pick-up/drop-off location must be indicated for each participant.  

· Aboriginal Ancestry

· School (for athletes and substitutes only) – enter the name of the high school or elementary school that was last attended in the 2011/12 school year.
